
1. Tell the child which middle sound 

s/he has to watch out for. 

2. Ask the child to put a ‘thumbs up’ if 

the chosen middle sound is heard. 

3. Say the words in the first set and wait 

for the child to put their thumbs up if 

the chosen middle sound is heard. 

Example: Set 1 – chosen middle 

sound is /a/, therefore correct word is 

‘chat’. 
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Set Sound Words 

1 /a/ shop, chat, bun 

2 /e/ mat, duck, shed 

3 /i/ dish, tap, moth 

4 /o/ cash, chop, fish 

5 /u/ thin, mesh, rush 

6 /a/ rash, tick, pen 

7 /i/ hush, rich, shut 

8 /o/ chin, dash, shot
