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When the child hears the phrase ‘Simon says’ s/he 

has to perform the action, but when the phrase 

‘Simon says’ is not said the action is not performed. 

2. At times do not say the phrase ‘Simon 

says’.  If child performs the action, s/he 

loses a point. 

 

1. Ask the child to perform different body sounds.  

      Example: ‘Simon says Clap Your Hands’ – child claps hands 

      Example: ‘Simon says Stamp Your Feet – child stamps feet 

      Example: ‘Simon says Clap On Your Thighs – child claps on thighs
