
1. Adult says: “How many syllables are in your name? Let us clap them.” 

2. Child says his/her name and clap the number of syllables. 

 Example:  Rodrick – Rod`rick (2 syllables) 

3. Adult says: “How many syllables did you count?” 

4. Child says the number of syllables, example, ‘two’. 

5. Repeat steps 1-4, every time choosing a different name from the box below.
